Our reading focus this tferm is on talking about

our understanding of the main characters in a
story. We will be learning to describe a character's
personality and appearance. We will also be learning to
recognise parts of the text that give information and
details about a character.
In writing we will be developing our sentence
construction, ensuring our sentences are clear and
starting to use connectives to extend and develop
them further.
Our narrative focus for this term will be stories with
familiar settings. We will be reading different stories
and using our own story maps to retell them using
story words. We will be Tear'ning about the characters
& settings. We will be drawing story maps to help us
write our own version of a familiar story.
Our non-fiction focus will be instruction writing. We
will be writing instructions to explain how to complete
everyday tasks and how to make a healthy snack.
